•  Extra magazines or speedloaders
•  A holster that holds the firearm
 securely and covers the trigger guard
•  Pouches for magazines/speedloaders
•  150+ rounds of ammunition
•  Eye and ear protection

•  The Safe Handgun Competitor Course is
 held on the 2nd Saturday of the month at
 8am. Prior arrangements are required.
